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DECREE

The Second Vatican Council in the Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy
decreed the preparation of an edition of simpler Gregorian melodies, for use in
smaller churches (Art. 117). Its purpose is to bring about a more effective active
participation of all the people in the sacred rites celebrated with singing. The
Consilium entrusted to carry out the Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy has had

a Simple Gradual compiled for use in smaller churches. In it easier songs for the

proper of the Mass are found, which may take the place of the more ornate melo-

dies of the Roman Gradual.

The Sacred Congregation of Rites grants the use of this Simple Gradual,

approved by our Holy Father Pope Paul VI, in smaller churches and allows it to be
used unless it shall decree otherwise in the future, according to the norms published

in the Simple Gradual itself.

Anything to the contrary notwithstanding.

PREFACE

Nature of This Book

The Second Vatican Council decided to encourage sacred song and the active
participation of the faithful in sacred celebrations carried out with singing.
In the Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy it stated that, besides the com-

pletion of the typical edition of the Gregorian chant, "an edition containing

simpler melodies for use in smaller churches"” (Art. 117) should be prepared.

In obedience to the desire of the Conciliar Fathers, this edition has been
prepared by experts for the songs of the proper of the Mass. It is intended
for those churches where the correct rendering of the more ornate melodies

of the Roman Gradual is difficult.

The Roman Gradual deserves the highest honor in the Church for its artistic

and devotional quality, and its integrity and value should not be impaired.
It is therefore hoped that it will be used in those churches which have a

schola cantorum with the necessary technical training to sing the more

elaborate melodies.
Moreover, it is recommended that even in smaller churches , which

use the Simple Gradual, certain pieces be sung from the Roman Gradual,

especially those which are easier or which have been traditionally used by the

people.

The contents of either book need not be used separately. A selection com-

bined from both sources can provide a greater and richer variety.

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If properly used, the Simple Gradual will not impoverish the musical trea-

sury of Gregorian melodies, but will rather enrich it. This is true, first,
with regard to the selection of texts, since it introduces new texts into

liturgical use which up to now have not been found in the Roman Missal;

second, with regard to the melodies, since many of those suggested have
been derived from authentic Gregorian sources; third, from a pastoral
point of view, since celebration with singing even in smaller groups now

becomes possible.

1I. Criteria

If the Eucharist is to be celebrated with greater artistic quality, that is
with singing, and if the faithful are to participate init, it is first nec-

essary to have simpler melodies.

These simpler melodies cannot derive from the more ornate ones in the

Roman Gradual; for one thing it is not legitimate to remove any notes or

groups of notes from such melodies. Nor did it seem suitable to compose

neogregorian melodies for the newly compiled texts of the Roman Missal.

Hence authentic melodies, suitable for the purpose, have been sought in
the Gregorian chant, both from official editions and from manuscript

sources of the Roman and other Latin rites.

From this new selection of melodies, a new series of texts was also devel-

oped. Very rarely was a simple melody found which was set to one of the

texts in the present Missal. When agreement of text and melody could not
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be found, pieces were selected which have words similar or close in meaning

to the texts of the Roman Missal. Often, however, the text of an antiphon

taken from a psalm cannot fit any simple melody and so cannot be used as
the antiphon; it then appears in the psalm as a verse to be sung after the
antiphon.

Since these new texts have been selected solely for musical reasons,

they are not to be used without musical notation.

Form of the Songs
9. For the entrance, offertory, and communion songs, the form to be used

should consist of an antiphon repeated after the verses of the psalm.

10. For the songs between the readings, the followi.ng format is used according
to the different seasons of the year:
a) a responsorial psalm, with a response from a psalm or an alleluia;
b) a psalm without a response, traditionally called the tract;
c) alleluia with some verses of a psalm for the seasons when the alleluia
is sung, or some other acclamation before the Gospel without alleluia

for the period from Septuagesima to Easter.

Structure of the Mass Formularies

11. Not every Sunday has its own formulary in the Proper of the Season. Each
liturgical season has one or more formularies for use on all the Sundays of
the season.

Each feast of the Lord, however, has proper songs.

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13.

The feasts which can take the place of a Sunday have their own songs in the

Proper of the Saints.

The Common of Saints is arranged as in the Roman Missal, but in such a way

that only one formulary is provided for each order of saints. Several songs
are given for each part of the Mass so that the one which best applies to the

saint may be chosen.

V. Persons Required for the Songs of the Simple Gradual

14.

Following the principle of the Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy, that "each
person, whether a minister or a member of the faithful performing his office,
does all and only that which pertains to him from the nature of the rite and

the norms of the liturgy" (Art. 28), the structure of the Simple Gradual

provides for the following participants:

a) The cantor intones the antiphon and also sings the verses of the psalm,
with the people answering. The psalm may also be sung by a schola.

b) The congregation should sing the antiphon and the response to the psalms
between the readings. At times the congregation's part may be taken by
the schola. In view of their nature and the ease with which they may be
sung, at least the responses to the psalms between the readings should

be sung by the entire congregation.

VI. Use of the Simple Gradual

15.

At the entrance, offertory, and communion the antiphon is sung with one or

more verses of the psalm according to the length of the rite it accompanies.
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17.

The antiphon is repeated after the verses of the psalm. The verses may

be chosen freely, i.e. some may be omitted provided the integrity of the

text is respected. At the end of the entrance and communion psalms the

Gloria Patri and Sicut erat are sung as a single verse.

In singing the psalms, the notation for the beginning and ending of each

verse should be particularly marked because the antiphon is related to the

psalm verse at these points.

The songs between the readings are arranged as follows:

a)

b)

During the seasons when the alleluia is used, a psalm with a response
and an alleluia with at least one verse of a psalm are sung; or else a
psalm with an alleluia response.
During the seasons when the alleluia is not used, the psalm is sung with
the response, and, if desired, an acclamation before the Gospel with at
least one psalm verse. Otherwise the psalm without the response (that
is the tract) is sung, and, if desired, an acclamation as above.
During the Easter season either the psalm with the alleluia response is
sung, or the alleluia with its psalm.

Whenever two psalms of the same type are provided, only one need
be chosen.

At least five verses of the psalm are always sung. If more are pro-

vided, the five verses may be selected at will.

When several formularies are given for the same season, one or other may be
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chosen as seems best for the occasion. Some parts may be taken from one

formulary, others from another.

At communion psalm 33 may always be sung, with the response alleluia

or Taste and see.




CONSILIUM FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF
THE CONSTITUTION ON THE SACRED LITURGY

The Translation of the Simple Gradual into the Vernacular

At the request of several Conferences of Bishops, the Consilium
has made the following statement concerning the translation of the Simple
Gradual into the vernacular:

1. Conferences of Bishops may use the vernacular for any or all
of the chants found in the Simple Gradual and approve texts that are suited to
the music, following the guidelines of Art. 38 of the Constitution on the Sa-

cred Liturgy, and of nos. 28-31, and 40 of the Instruction Inter Oecumenici of
September 26, 1964.

2. For each Mass formula, or any of its parts, the psalm, anti-
phon, and format of singing, as described in the Simple Gradual, should be re-
tained (cf. Musicam Sacram, March 5, 1967, Arts. 6 and 9.

With regard to each of these points:

a) The verses of the psalms may follow a translation approved by
the competent authority and suited to music. The division of verses as they
appear in this translation should be retained where this division is appropriate.

b) The text of the antiphons, even if taken directly from the
Psalter, sometimes needs to be changed in order to bring out a deeper meaning,
to render it appropriate to the liturgical season or special feast, to make it
intelligible to the faithful, and to make it suitable to the rhythmic and vocal
needs of popular song (cf., Musicam Sacram, Art. 54).

c) The format of singing that appears in the Simple Gradual
(namely, with an antiphon that is repeated after the verses of the psalm or
with a brief response that concludes the melody of the verse) may be adapted
to the special musical and choral characteristics of different peoples, avoiding,
however, any profane or secular melodies .

3. Sometimes the texts of the antiphons, the psalm verses, or
even the psalm itself, in the Simple Gradual may give rise to difficulties, so
that a different choice of texts seems preferable:

- either because the text as given presents pastoral
problems;




- or because it is preferable to use a collection of psalms
and antiphons which are suitable and are widely used and
known.

In these cases, the Conference of Bishops may choose other texts, provided
their choice does not depart from the principles in the Introduction to the
Simple Gradual.

INTRODUCTORY INFORMATION FOR COMPOSERS AND PUBLISHERS

Background

The Graduale Simplex1 was published and authorized for liturgical use by the
Holy See on September 3, 1967, to implement Article 117 of the Constitution
on the Liturgy. A substantial portion of the Latin text and musical settings
had been experimented with at the daily Masses during the final period of the
Second Vatican Council in 1965.

Nature of the Simple Gradual

This new liturgical book of chants provides alternatives to the proper chants
of the Mass: the chants between the readings of the liturgy of the Word and
the three processional chants (at the entrance, offertory, and communion).

It is thus a substitute for the Graduale Romanum, the book of musical settings
of the proper texts found in the Roman Missal.

These chants offer a musically and textually simpler way to celebrate the
Eucharist--first, through the sacred song which is a reflective response and
welcome to God's Word (the chants between the biblical readings) and, second,
through the singing which accompanies the processional entrance, the prepara-
tion of the gifts of bread and wine, and the period of the communion.

The Simple Gradual, which may be used anywhere in its Latin form without fur-
ther adaptation, has several characteristics:

(1) The Roman Gradual has such a diversity of chants, with vari-
ations for almost every Mass formulary, and these are often
so difficult that its chant melodies have been fully used only
in the rarest instances and in communities such as monasteries.
The Simple Gradual, on the other hand, is limited to a rela-
tively small number of chants, with two series for Advent, two
for Lent, etc. The chants are interchangeable within a parti-
cular period of the church year or in relation to a particular
occasion.

(2) The Simple Gradual is also an attempt to reintroduce the sing-
ing of the psalms in the eucharistic service. Instead of the
proper antiphons of the Roman Gradual and Missal the Simple
Gradual employs psalm verses with great variety and freedom

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of choice. It reestablishes the antiphon as a refrain and the
response or alleluia as a true response.

This development calls for a better orientation of the people
toward psalms. Neither the imagery nor the historical and
cultural background of the psalms is readily understood, so
that preparation for the use of the Simple Gradual should not
be merely musical but requires a study of the religious values
of the psalms or psalm verses. In addition, those who sing

the texts must appreciate that the words of different speakers
are placed on their lips--now the words of the Lord, now the
words of the psalmist, etc.

(3)  The purpose of the Simple Gradual is to afford a greater oppor-
tunity for community participation in song--especially through
congregational singing of brief refrains and responses to the
longer verses sung by a cantor, schola, or choir. For example,
the Instruction on Music in the Liturgy (March 5, 1967)
stresses the importance of the psalm verses between the read-
ings: "The song after the lessons, whether in the form of
gradual or responsorial psalm, has a special importance among
the songs of the proper. By its very nature it forms part of
the liturgy of the Word. It should be done with all seated and
listening to it--and, what is more, participating in it as far as
possible" (n. 33).

None of this means, however, that the alternative texts given in the new Simple
Gradual need be used in their entirety on a particular occasion or that all parts of
the proper must include psalm verses with antiphon or response. It is permissible
to make only partial use of the Simple Gradual. For one thing, the Simple Gradual
was not issued to supplant the Roman Gradual; it may be substituted for the latter
in whole or in part. Neither does the Simple Gradual preclude the development of
further substitutes for the three processional chants--whether appropriate hymns
or responsorial styles of song (cf. ibid., n. 32). On the contrary, the Simple
Gradual enlarges the options and increases the flexibility of the sung parts of the
eucharistic liturgy.

The original Graduale Simplex is of use only when Latin texts are desired for the
respective parts of the proper. The availability of Gregorian chant melodies also
determined, and in fact limited, the initial choice of texts. This fact is taken

into account in the free translation or adaptation of the texts in the vernaculars.

English Translation of the Simple Gradual

Although the use of the Simple Gradual is unrestricted, the usual formal appro-
bation of the vernacular translations by the Episcopal Conferences (Constitution
on the Liturgy, Art. 36; & 4) is required for liturgical use.
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The present English translation of the antiphons, responses, etc. of the Simple
Gradual, together with information concerning its use, is the work and copy-
righted property of the International Committee on English in the Liturgy, Inc.

Whether these texts may actually be employed in a given place depends upon the
formal approbation of the respective Episcopal Conference, as mentioned above.
(The International Committee merely submits its work as a proposal to the
several participating Episcopal Conferences; the decision in every case is taken
by the Episcopal Conferences acting individually.) In this connection the follow-
ing should be noted:

(1) The present translation, prepared by the International Com-
mittee, indicates clearly what psalm verses are to be sung with
the various antiphons, responses, alleluias, etc., but it does
not provide a translation of the psalm verses themselves. The
translated texts may thus be employed in conjunction with any
translation of the psalter.

The actual translation or translations of the psalms which will
be chosen to accompany the translated texts will vary from
country to country, since the formal approbation of a transla-
tion of the psalter pertains to the individual Episcopal Confer-
ence. (In one country, for example, the Conference of Cath-
olic Bishops has approved three English translations of the
psalter for liturgical use: Confraternity of Christian Doctrine,
Grail, Jerusalem Bible.)

(2) The Latin version of the Simple Gradual includes, for the sake
of convenience, such texts as sequences, processional hymns, and
the Litany of the Saints--in their usual form. Although the
International Committee is not yet prepared to offer new trans-
lations of or substitutes for these texts, their inclusion in
various publications for congregational and choir use is neverthe-
less important.

(3) Since it is not the responsibility of the International Committee
to create or commission new music suitable to the vernacular
texts it has prepared or of the psalms which are the necessary
complement to these texts, the present publication is intended
for those composers, arrangers, editors, and publishers who
will have a part in the publication of the texts with music for
congregational and choral singing.

As with other liturgical texts in translation, the International Committee will
license any publisher in good standing to publish these materials in whole or in
part upon the fulfillment of the usual contractual requirements; this license

will not be limited in any way to particular publishers or to particular countries.
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The International Committee will, however, authorize publication only if

(a) the pattern of the musical settings satisfies the liturgical purposes of
the Simple Gradual, particularly with regard to responsorial singing by
congregations; and (b) the introductory and explanatory material is adequate.

In addition, any requirements of the Episcopal Conference, National Liturgical
Commission, or bishops of the place of publication will have to be satisfied.

Procedure in Creating Melodies

The actual creation of musical settings demands that the composer and others
first be thoroughly familiar with the preface of the Simple Gradual itself. This
preface gives norms for the use of the antiphons, responses, etc. with the
psalms in the liturgical celebration; it affects both persons engaged in preparing
publications and persons who have a part in planning the individual celebration.

The attention of composers, arrangers, and editors is drawn to the following
points:

(1)  The specific verse numbers of the appointed psalms are clearly
indicated in this translation. These verses are designated in
the Simple Gradual on the basis of their appropriateness to the
liturgical season, feast, or occasion.

The numbering of the psalms and psalm verses in the Simple
Gradual is based upon the Latin Vulgate's numbering. If the
translation of the psalter which is to be employed follows
the numbering of the Hebrew psalter, the adjustment can
be easily made.

The numbering and arrangement of the individual psalm verses
in various vernacular translations may differ considerably

and regularly from the numbering based on the Vulgate. In
such cases, the psalm verses in the Vulgate or in a translation
based on the Vulgate (such as the Douai) should be compared
with the vernacular translation which will be employed. In
this way the reason for choosing particular psalm verses in
the Simple Gradual will become evident.

The Simple Gradual, by designating specific verses, gives a
clear guide as to the sense and meaning of the appropriate
psalm verses. This designation of verses is not absolute,
provided the sense and appropriateness are preserved in gen-
eral. The arrangement of the psalm verses and their division
in a pattern corresponding to the repetition of antiphons, etc.
will depend upon the translation and the musical style.
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If individual verses of psalms create serious pastoral

problems of misunderstanding, the verses may be omitted

and others put in their place. This, however, should not
be taken as a concession to omit texts for the sake of
avoiding the necessary biblical and catechetical prepara-
tion for the use of the psalter.

The preface should be consulted for details concerning the
number of psalm verses to be added to antiphons, etc. In

summary:

a)

b)

Entrance, offertory, and communion songs: The
antiphon is normally repeated after each verse or
two of the psalm. For the entrance and communion
song (but not the offertory) the "Glory be'" is sung
at the end of the psalm verses unless otherwise
noted, and then the antiphon is repeated. Musical
editions should make this structure clear and simple
for cantors and congregation.

Responsorial psalm and other songs between the
readings: The response (K) is repeated after each
verse of the responsorial psalm, without "Glory be"
at the end.

The alleluia is repeated three times after each verse
of the psalm of the alleluia. The Simple Gradual
introduces this alleluia with the word "All" (Latin--
omnes). It is suggested that, in the light of the
freedom to adapt, composers and editors merely
provide a suitable refrain using alleluia, repeating

it as often as suitable.

The acclamation before the Gospel (in the Septua-
gesima season only) is optional and is followed by
one or two verses from the preceding responsorial
psalm which were not already sung.

Number of required psalm verses: After the en-
trance, offertory, and communion antiphons, as
many verses as required to accompany the respec-
tive rite may be used. The Simple Gradual regu-
larly provides five to six verses for the entrance
and offertory antiphons, and one or two more for
the communion antiphon.

—— <
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- The responsorial psalm: at least five verses should
be used.

- With the triple alleluia: at least one verse.

- With the alleluia psalm: at least five verses.

- With the acclamation: at least one verse.

d) Use of the alleluia at the end of antiphons: Alleluia
is generally added to all antiphons at Masses from
Easter until the end of the Pentecost octave. It is
not used from Septuagesima Sunday until Easter. At
other times, alleluia is used occasionally in the Simple
Gradual and may be used if it seems suitable to the
composer.

It may be necessary to provide additional verses for
occasions when the processional entrance or the period
of communion are especially lengthy. In the case of
the latter, psalm 33 may always be employed or added,
as the preface indicates (n. 18).

(3)  The antiphons, responses, etc. have been translated into English
or adapted with a view to their being sung. Whether they are
sufficiently euphonious or rhythmical or intelligible to satisfy
all purposes can be determined only by experience.

Composers and editors may find it necessary in some cases to make minor adjust-
ments in this text, for example, by the transposition, substitution, omission,
repetition of individual words. This need is recognized in the guidelines for trans-
lation proposed by the Holy See to the National Liturgical Commissions (January 23,
1968), which precede this introductory information.

Nevertheless such changes should be kept to a minimum if , as is hoped, the melo-
dies composed for the texts are to be widely and interchangeably used in the

English-speaking countries.

Hymns

At this early stage of transition to a vernacular liturgy, the International Com-
mittee on English in the Liturgy has found it impossible to provide adequate
translations of the hymns. The hymns provided by publishers must therefore
meet the guidelines for approval by the National Liturgical Commission of the
country in which a specific publication is sold.
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Litanies

As with the hymns, an internationally acceptable translation of the Litany of
the Saints (Easter Vigil celebration; Rogation days) is not possible at this time.
In addition, current studies by the Consilium indicate a tendency toward greater
options and variety in the content of a litany.

Additional Material in the Latin Text

The Latin Graduale Simplex provides a variety of musical settings for the dox-
ology, the alleluia at the end of the antiphons, the responsorial psalms, psalm
33, and the prayer of the faithful (pp. 389-409). If the composer or publisher
offers such settings for the vernacular, these variations should be printed in
a similar way.
